Cambodia Strongly Condemns Thailand’'s Aggression
against Cambodia‘’s Sovereignty

On 25 July 2025, in response to the request of Samdech Moha Borvor Thipadei
Hun Manet, Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Cambodia, the United Nations Security
Council (UNSC) convened an urgent private meeting to address the escalating conflict
between Cambodia and Thailand. Ambassador Keo Chhea, Permanent Representative
of the Kingdom of Cambodia to the United Nations, participated in the meeting and
delivered a national statement drawing the Council’s attention to the launch of a full-
scale armed aggression by Thailand against the sovereignty and territorial integrity of
the Kingdom of Cambodia, in the early hours of 24 July 2025.

Ambassador Keo Chhea apprised the Council of Thailand's deliberate,
premeditated, and unprovoked military assault on Cambodian border areas, including
Tamone Thom Temple, Ta Krabey Temple, and Mom Bei, in the provinces of Preah
Vihear and Oddar Meanchey. He strongly condemned this military aggression, which
flagrantly violated the fundamental principles of non-aggression and peaceful resolution
of disputes enshrined in the Charter of the United Nations and the ASEAN Charter.

Ambassador Keo Chhea elaborated on the coordinated and premediated nature
of the military offensives by Thailand on multiple Cambodian positions using heavy
weaponry, including F-16 fighter jets, tanks and cluster munitions. At the same time,
Thailand has also expanded its military operation preparedness to Chanthaburi and Trat
provinces, despite no military movement in the adjacent border areas on the Cambodian
side. This full-scale military aggression by Thailand, which is in no way for self-defence
as falsely claimed by Thailand, has left 8 civilians dead and 50 injured, an
10.865 families evacuated from the danger zones in the provinces of Oddz
Preah Vihear and Banteay Meanchey. Moreover, Thailand’s indiscriminate
Cambodia have caused significant damages to the Temple of Preah:
deliberate destruction of this UNESCO World Heritage Site is a violation\of
Convention of 1954.
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The Ambassador urged the Council to engender an immediate and unconditional
ceasefire, to stop this unprovoked and armed aggression against Cambodia, to support
Cambodia‘s peaceful efforts and to encourage Thailand to honor international law and
its treaty obligations. He also requested the Council to dispatch a United Nations fact-
finding mission to the affected border areas and refer the Cambodia-Thailand border
dispute to the International Court of Justice ( ICJ ) for adjudication.

The Members of the UNSC expressed deep concern over the recent escalation
along the Cambodia-Thailand border, which adversely affected the local population
and resulted in civilian casualties. They appealed for maximum restraint and immediate
ceasefire to prevent further hostilites and create space for peaceful dialogue and
diplomatic solution in the spirit of good neighborliness with a view to finding solutions to
the disputes.

Meanwhile, the UNSC Members encouraged both parties to make full use of the
UN Secretary-General's good offices and supported ASEAN's role. Some members also
took note of Cambodia’s intent to refer to the ICJ for adjudication the four disputed border
areas of Tamone Thom Temple, Tamone Touch Temple, Ta Krabey Temple and Mom
Bei.
