organizations specialized on land mine in Cambodia, totaling 60 participants to Banteay

Meanchey and Oddar Meanchey provinces.

The delegation visited areas where barbed wire, black shade nets, barricades,
and tires had been laid by Thai military in Chouk Chey and Prey Chan villages, O Bei
Choan commune, O Chrov district, Banteay Meanchey province, which are prohibiting

local residents from returning to their homes.

His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister conveyed the heartfelt compassion and
deepest sympathy of Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo HUN Sen, President of
the Senate, and Samdech Moha Bovor Thipadei HUN Manet, Prime Minister of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, to the families affected by Thai military action.

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His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister stated that the Royal Government’s strong
commitment to alleviating the hardships of the affected families and ensuring their safe
return to their homes at the earliest possible time, by making every effort to achieve a

full and effective ceasefire.

The delegation expressed its expectation that the complete full peace will be
restored in the near future and empathized the complete and effective cease fire will be
implemented in order to reach the enduring peace and permit the displaced Cambodian
people affected by the armed conflict and underscored the importance of fully
respecting and implementing the ceasefire agreement as a crucial step towards a
peaceful and lasting solution. The delegation further expressed hope that full peace
would soon be restored and people be able to return to their homes and resume their

lives in safety and dignity.
