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Updates on the situation of the Cambodia-Thailand border
18-19 September 2025

Samdech Thipadei HUN Manet, Prime Minister of Cambodia urged H.E. Anwar
Ibrahim, Prime Minister of Malaysia, the current Chair of ASEAN to intervene
promptly to de-escalate the tension between the Thai armed forces —

On September 18, 2025, Samdech Thipadei HUN Manet Prime Minister of
Cambodia, had a productive phone discussion with H.E. Anwar Ibrahim,
Prime Minister of Malaysia and the current ASEAN Chairman—Both leaders
discussed the concerning developments of violent incidents committed by
Thai armed forces and Thai police over Cambodian civilians in Prey Chan
village, O' Bei Choan commune, O' Chrov district, Banteay Meanchey

province, which resulting in multiple injuries.

With the ongoing escalation of tensions, Samdech Thipadei urged H.E. Anwar to
intervene promptly to de-escalate the tension between the Thai armed forces and
Cambodian civilians, so as to maintain the current stability, prevent further
Installation of barbed wire, and avoid any action that could widen the scope of
the conflict, emphasized the importance of awaiting a resolution from the
upcoming meeting of the Joint Boundary Commission ( JBC) in accordance with
the agreement reached by both parties during the special General Border

Committee ( GBC ) meeting held on September 10, 2025.

Samdech Thipadei HUN Manet: Cambodia's position in resolving the border
issue with the Thai side peacefully, based on the existing bilateral agreements,
conventions, treaties, and in accordance with international law:

On 19 September 2025, Samdech Thipadei Hun Manet, Prime Minister of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, received a courtesy call from His Excellency Olivier
Richard, Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the French
Republic to the Kingdom of Cambodia.
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During the meeting, the two sides discussed a wide range of matters of mutual
interest, including the Cambodia—Thailand border issue. Samdech Thipadei
Prime Minister took the opportunity to express his appreciation to President
Emmanuel Macron for his support of the ceasefire. He also briefed the French
Ambassador on the recent developments regarding the Cambodia—Thailand
border situation, and reaffirmed Cambodia’s steadfast position to resolve the
Issue peacefully, on the basis of existing bilateral agreements, conventions,

and treaties, and in full conformity with international law.

On the violent incident committed by Thai armed forces and Thai police at Prey
Chan village, O Bei Choan commune, O Chrov district, Banteay Meanchey
province:

1- Statement of Condemnation by the Ministry of Interior, on September 18,

2025 — emphasized the following key points:

- "Thailand's actions represent a negative example that the international
community has long condemned and continues to strive to eliminate,
in order to uphold the shared values of humanity—living together in
harmony, resolving disputes peacefully, and abiding by international
law."

. The actions undertaken by the Thai armed forces "infringe upon
fundamental human rights, including the right to housing, the right to
live in dignity, and property rights, as recognized in the ASEAN Charter,
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the United Nations Charter,
and other international legal instruments.”

L] The statement highlighted that " Thai martial law shall not be enforced
on Cambodian soff,” and further called on the Thai side to act with
responsibility and restraint, respect the ceasefire, strengthen the
implementation of bilateral agreements, and resolve issues with
Cambodia in a peaceful, sincere manner, fully adhering to international

law and procedures.



2- Statement of the National Assembly of the Kingdom of Cambodia—

On September 18, 2025, the National Assembly issued a statement expressing
its deep concern for the safety and well-being of innocent people in Prey Chan
village, O' Bel Choan commune, O' Chrov district, Banteay Meanchey province,
where Thai authorities resorted to violence, causing serious and minor Injurnes
to 29 innocent people and Buddhist monks on September 17, 2025, while
Cambodian citizens were peacefully demanding respect for their right to life in
their homeland.

The statement strongly condemned the actions undertaken by the Thai
armed forces, which constitute a grave violation of the Ceasefire reached
by both parties on July 28, 2025, in Malaysia, as well as the agreements
adopted in the GBC and the RBC meetings. It also emphasized that
"Thailand's actions seriously undermine political trust and efforts fo
restore peace and normality in Cambodia-Thai relations'.

As of September 19, 2025, it has been 52 days since 18 Cambodian soldiers
were captured under captivity of the Thai military. Cambodia urgently calls on
the Thai side to release them as soon as possible, in accordance with

international humanitarian law.
