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Updates on the situation of the Cambodia-Thailand border
20 September 2025

Samdech Thipadei HUN Manet, Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Cambodia:
Commitment to resolving the border issue with Thailand through peaceful
means, based on bilateral agreements and international law.

On September 19, 2025, Samdech Thipadei HUN Manet, Prime Minister of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, received a courtesy call from His Excellency Major
General Dato Paduka Seri Haji Muhammad Haszaimi Bin Bol Hassan,
Commander-in-Chief of the Royal Brunei Armed Forces (RBAF). During the

meeting, the issue of the Cambodia-Thailand border situation was raised.

Samdech Thipadel Prime Minister expressed his appreciation to Brunei for its
support and participation in the Interim Observers Team (10T ), as well as for
its support of the ceasefire agreement and efforts toward a peaceful resolution
of the border dispute between Cambodia and Thailand. He reaffirmed
Cambodia’s firm position to resolve the border issue with Thailand peacefully,
on the basis of existing bilateral agreements, conventions, treaties, and in

accordance with international law.

In response, H.E. Dato Paduka Seri Haji Muhammad Haszaimi Bin Bol Hassan
reaffirmed Brunei's support for the IOT mechanism and underscored the
importance of resolving the Cambodia-Thailand border issue in order to
safeguard lasting peace between the two neighboring countries, as well as

peace and stability in the region as a whole.
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Samdech Thipadei HUN Manet, Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Cambodia:
Ongoing efforts for the release and safe return of the 18 detained Cambodian

soldiers

The Government has been, and continues to be, actively engaged through all
available mechanisms to seek solutions aimed at safeguarding the lives and
safety of Cambodian citizens, and to make every effort for the prompt release

and safe return of the 18 detained soldiers.

On September 19, 2025, Samdech Thipadei HUN Manet, Prime Minister of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, together with the First Lady, met with the families of
the 18 Cambodian military personnel currently detained by the Thai armed
forces since the ceasefire agreement entered into force at midnight on 28 July
2025. During the social gathering — Samdech Thipadei reaffirmed the Royal
Government of Cambodia’s unwavering commitment to ensuring the health

and well-being of the 18 soldiers and to securing their immediate return.

On the incident at Prey Chan village, O Bei Choan commune, O Chrov district,
Banteay Meanchey province:

On September 18, 2025, the Cambodian Human Rights Committee issued a
statement demanded that "the Royal Government and Armed Forces of
Thailand to immediately cease all acts violating Cambodia's sovereignty and
the rights and freedoms of the Cambodian people, and to strictly comply with

their obligations under international and regional law."

Cambodia wants peace, not only for the people of Cambodia and Thailand,
but for the entire ASEAN community

On September 20, 2025, Samdech Maha Rathsapheathika Thipadei Khuon
Sudary, President of the National Assembly had a meeting with H.E. Tan Sri
Dato (Dr.) Johari Bin Abdul, Speaker of the House of Representatives of
Malaysia and President of AIPA-46, in Kuala Lumpur. During the discussion,

Samdech Khuon Sudary expressed gratitude to the Malaysian legislative and



executive bodies for their efforts to facilitate the establishment of a ceasefire
and their attentive observation on the implementation of the ceasefire, and
continue to monitor the ceasefire and the situation regularly. She also stressed
that "Cambodia wants peace, not only for the people of Cambodia and
Thailand, but for the entire ASEAN community." She emphasized that "As
ASEAN members, we must protect regional peace and security and not allow
any hostile issues to spread further into the ASEAN family."

Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation of Cambodia sent
strong protest and objection against Thailand’s intention to apply its domestic

law on Cambodian citizens—

In its Statement released 20 September 2025, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and International Cooperation of Cambodia reiterated the protest and strong
objection of the Royal Government of Cambodia to Thailand's intention to apply
its domestic law on Cambodian national in Chork Chey and Prey Chan villages,

O’ Bel Choan commune, O’ Chrov district, Banteay Meanchey province.

Cambodia calls on Thailand to cease all activities that undermine joint efforts
to de-escalate the situation as mutually committed under the Ceasefire
Agreement of 28 July 2025, and the Agreed Minutes of the General Border
Committee (GBC) dated 7 August and 10 September 2025.

The Statement added that — "The Royal Government of Cambodia reaffirms its
consistent and unwavering commitment to seeking an amicable resolution to
all boundary disputes with all its neighbors through peaceful means in
accordance with international law, while remaining resolute in upholding its
principled position that borders must not be changed by force. The Royal
Government of Cambodia also reserves all its rights under international law
and does not consider Thailand's assertions of domestic law to have any legal

effect or prejudice to the joint survey and demarcation process.”

As of September 20, 2025, it has been 53 days since 18 Cambodian soldiers
were captured under captivity of the Thai military. Cambodia urgently calls on
the Thai side to release them as soon as possible, unconditional, and in

accordance with international humanitarian law.
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
