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Updates on the situation of the Cambodia-Thailand border
21 September 2025

I.  On the incident at Prey Chan village, O Bei Choan commune, O Chrov district,
Banteay Meanchey province:

- Press Statement by the State Secretariat of Border Affairs ( SSBA )— strongly
rejects and condemns the false and fabricated information posted by the
Facebook Page named "Royal Thai Army: Update" on September 19, 2025:

e On September 20, 2025, the SSBA issued a press statement to reject
false information posted on the Facebook Page named "Royal Thai
Army: Update" on September 19, 2025. The Facebook page displayed
terrain and locations, causing misunderstanding and confusion about
the exact locations of the Boundary Pillar No. 42 and No. 43 in the Prey
Chan area.

e The SSBA expressed that "this false, unprofessional and malicious
information, which has misused documents and distorted facts with the
clear intention of misleading both national and international public
opinion."

e The SSBA's statement clarified the following points:

"1. The documents shown in the aforementioned Facebook Page
are merely Field Plan Showing the Terrain and Exact Location of
Boundary Pillar, which are annexes the Report of the Results dated
24 November 2017 and 28 December 2016, prepared by the
Cambodia-Thailand Joint Survey Team regarding the Results of the
Fact-Finding Mission on the Condition and Location of Boundary
Pillar No. 42 and No. 43, which were installed during the French
colonial period. These are not official maps or documents that
define the boundary line.

2. The administrator of the aforementioned Facebook Page used
data from these Field Plan Showing the Terrain and Exact Location
of the Boundary Pillar to falsely produce a boundary line on satellite
image, with [the] intent to mislead the national and international
public into believing that this fabricated boundary line was the
official one agreed by the Cambodia-Thailand Joint Survey Teams.

3. The Prey Chan area, located between Boundary Pillar No. 42
and No. 43, is a region where both parties have not yet reached
any mutual agreement to demarcate the boundary on the ground.
This matter must be resolved by the Cambodia-Thailand Joint
Boundary Commission (JBC), and no other mechanism or

institution has the mandate over this issue.”

On September 20, 2025, Samdech Maha Rathsapheathika Thipadei Khuon
Sudary had a meeting discussion with H.E. Wouter Beke, Head of the

European Parliament Delegation and Member of the European Parliament, on
the sidelines of the AIPA-46, Kuala Lumpur—

Regarding the situation of the border issue between Cambodia and
Thailand, Samdech Khuon Sudary expressed deep gratitude to the
European Parliament for its consistent support, particularly for issuing
statements calling for the Cambodia-Thailand ceasefire and for closely
monitoring its implementation since the agreement took effect on 28
July 2025.

H.E. Wouter Beke expressed interest in the latest developments in the
Cambodia—-Thailand conflict, noting that the European Union has been
following the situation closely and encourages the effective
implementation of the ceasefire, with the aim of ensuring lasting peace
and stability between Cambodia and Thailand.

As of September 21, 2025, it has been 54 days since 18 Cambodian soldiers

were captured under captivity of the Thai military. Cambodia urgently calls on

the Thai side to release them as soon as possible, in accordance with

international humanitarian law.
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
