Updates on the situation of the Cambodia-Thailand border
9-6 October 2025

Ambassador and Permanent Representative of Cambodia to the United
Nations in Geneva, Mr. In Dara, delivered a statement on October 3, 2025, in
the 60th Session of the Human Rights Council in Geneva. The statement
addressed human rights and humanitarian law in relation to the border
situation between Cambodia and Thailand.

In his remarks, he emphasized:

"Cambodia appreciates OHCHR'’s call to uphold the ceasefire along our border.
For Cambodia, peace is not an abstract concept but a daily struggle to protect
communities from forced displacement, the encirclement of villages, the
seizure of property, and threats of eviction. Such violations of human rights
and humanitarian law imperil reconciliation. To uphold the ceasefire is,

therefore, to defend the fundamental condition of human dignity, for human
rights cannot exist apart from peace—when peace is shattered, rights are
extinguished.”

As of 6 October 2025, it has been 69 days since 18 Cambodian soldiers were
captured through bad trick (deceit) by the Thai military following the ceasefire
agreement of 28 July 2025. Cambodia asks the Thai side to release all 18
Cambodian soldiers unconditionally and safely, in accordance with international

humanitarian law and with full respect for the ceasefire of 28 July 2025.

On October 6, 2025, the Interim Observer Team (IOT) visited Chouk Chey
Village, O' Bei Choan Commune, Ou Chrov District, Banteay Meanchey
Province, in order to observe, verify, monitor and make their report on the

border situation after the Ceasefire came into effect.



On October 4, 2025, the Royal Cambodian Army 5th Military Region issued a

letter in response to the Thai 1st Army Area concerning the conditions raised

by the Thai side demanding Cambodia to prepare "an eviction plan for the

Cambodian civilians in the contested areas opposite Nong Chan Village, Nong
Ya Kaeo Village, Khok Sung District, Sa Kaeo Province, and Ta Phak Ya
Village, Ta Phak Ya District, Sa Kaeo Province—a total of three areas— and

submits this eviction plan to the 1 Army Area by October 7, 2025," only then

will the 1st Army Area attend the RBC meeting to be held from October 10-12,
2025. The 5th Military Region of Cambodia emphasized its positions as

follows—

The proposal for the RBC meeting between the 5th Military Region and
the 1st Army Area is consistent with the spirit of the outcome of the 1st
Special GBC Meeting, as well as the outcomes of the First Extraordinary
RBC Meeting between the 5th Military Region and the 1st Army Area,
held on August 22, 2025.

With regard to the cases of Chok Chey and Prey Chan Villages
proposed by the 1st Army Area, the 5th Military Region underlined that
"the agreement reached at the 1st Special GBC meeting on September
10, 2025 particularly Point 8 of the Agreed Minutes, which recognized
the Joint Boundary Commission (JBC) as the mechanism to bring
solution to issue related to joint survey and demarcation."
Emphasized that the RBC does not have the mandate or the authority
to determine or alter the boundary line.

The observations on the ground clearly demonstrated that "in some
areas, there are also occupation and usage by Thai nationals on the
land within Cambodian sovereignty. This situation underscores the
complexity and sensitivity of resolving border issues, which must be
addressed in full respect for the agreements and principles previously
established and agreed by both sides."

Reiterated Cambodia's commitment to upholding the understandings

reached between the two countries, including refraining from unilateral

actions.



The cases of Chok Chey and Prey Chan villages, including areas where
Thai Infrastructure has been constructed and Thai nationals are
operating beyond existing border pillars, shall await the outcome of the

JBC meeting.
Called for the convening of the JBC meeting at the earliest possible

opportunity to find a peaceful and mutually acceptable solution.
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
