Foreign Direct Investment has contributed to national income and has
increased in local investment. Noticeably, it was more than two decades that
most of the FDI in Cambodia is focused on the Garment and Textile Industry.
The Royal Government of Cambodia considers the garment and textile industry
as an important sector, which has played a crucial role in Cambodia's
rehabilitation and socioeconomic development. Through this sector, Cambodia
Is gaining economic and social opportunities, including an increase in exports
and imports, creating employment opportunities for citizens, and transferring of
technical and technological skills. Along with the potential for the Cambodian
economy and society, it is widely believed that over the past two decades, the
garment and textile industry has suffered some effects from the global economic
crisis, especially the Covid-19 Pandemic, combined with the slow development
of the structure of this sector as well.

Despite gaining the advantages, this sector has faced a number of
challenges including (1) lack of technical labor (2) lack of high value-added
production chains, (3) lack of national ownership; and (4) lack of sub-sectoral
support. In addition, the results of the dissertation present the Future vision and
opportunities that are the important indicators for solving the challenges of the
garment and textile industry. There are five solutions such as (1) increasing the
productivity of local skilled workers, (2) strengthening working conditions and
welfare of workers, (3) increasing investment in supporting industries, (4)
promoting the diversification of garment and textile export markets; and (5)
promote domestic and foreign investment in high-value-added industries.

Overall, the finding of this research is comprehensively focused on how
the resiliency and what will be the development perspective of the garment and

textile industry.
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
