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Abstract

The study on the subject of this doctoral dissertation we want to resolve the problem that

arises on the problem of solving of Samray-Damruot whose words become written in N1 tJ

Qﬂ@ Qﬂ@ﬁgﬁ, ﬁgﬁ Qﬂg, is research written within the framework of Chan Somnoble’s

theory called Theory of Extintraism. The main content focuses on the analysis of the writings
of derivative words in modernized Khmer language within the framework of Samray-
Damruot, based on a database of diversification. General perspectives regarding writing
work, including Samdech Chuon Nath’s perspective, Dr. Chan Somnoble’s perspectives,
Khmerization’s perspective, are systematically analyzed in order to figure out to achieve
understandings of Khmer’s writings of derivative words. Phonetic pronunciation between
vowels and consonants to form syllables of a derivative word is also a part of this research,
for pronunciation has influenced the writings of khmer words in Extet.The findings
emerging from a study on this subject can be a regulator of all views that have been opposing
each other.

The topic of research in this thesis is a small part of the scope of the Khmer language
as a whole. But the findings from the study of this topic have brought about a comprehensive
conceptual system that covers many aspects of the Khmer language, primarily, spelling, and
the role of affix in derivatives. At the same time, research on this topic also sheds light on
the gaps between subjective and objective language perspectives, as evidenced by the root-
based and affix-based principles. Moreover, the application of Extintraism theory has
brought an understanding of the accuracy and universality of the Khmer language rules, as
well as cleared up any misunderstandings that have existed in the past.

As the result of the study:

Problems related to the transformation of Khmer words that can be transformed
individually or repeatedly studied as follows:

The root-based principle, which takes the word root as an important factor in
transforming Khmer words, is not applicable in general and in terms of transforming Khmer
words.

The principle depends on the fold in which the word root in the transformation with
the fold generates a transformation of words that can be individual words or overlapped
words in Khmer, this principle can be applied in all aspects of the word transformation in

Khmer.

Summary

To write derivative words in NWANK and in ﬁgﬁﬂtﬂgﬁ is a problem that has
occured in the Khmer language in these past decades. For instance, GAN (UK WG
are written in NWANR but they are from differentphenomena, whereas in

comparison, UE1 {UY /G014 are written in ﬁgﬁﬂﬁ’g. Gm1i is a historical word that

is not defined in Chuon Nath’s dictionary like GH1i. Both Ut and fUY are defined
in the dictionary as the same word, which means they share the same definition.
These two cases are different from &/#14 and /&7, in which they are defined in
the dictionary as two separate words that have different meanings.

The origin of whether derivative words should be written in ﬂ[iJ’ﬂJ]El and in

fﬁgﬁﬂﬁ@ has been clearly identified in Dependent on affix principle (1M UmMINN

i—ﬂ[}ﬁ?lﬁﬁfﬁ) which is according to Chan Somnoble’s theory, also known as
Extintraism theory. Within this theory’s framework, how a derivative word is
written is in compliance with affixes in Extation (UII§AY) with roots, and these

affixes can be in different forms though their forms do not play a role in derivating
a word. In other words, their forms are not a factor that decides how a derivative
word is written.

Before the establishment of Dependent on affix principle (tmmmmh
i-ﬂLﬁ'J’JLU:u:ﬁ), Khmer linguistics in the past were confused that a derivative word
should be written according to its root, that is if the root is written in non subscribe
syllable (INRNW) then the derivative word is to be written in NWINR, and if the
root is written in subscribe syllable (ﬂﬁfﬁﬁﬁgﬁ) then the derivative word is to be

written in ﬁgﬁﬂﬁﬁ. This principle settles that the writing of radical (i{im,mmﬁj

U#u) which is not in compliance with how a root is written is a reason to decide

how a derivative word is spelled. This principle is known as dependent on radical
principal (immminthﬁf’mgm) or Chuon Nath’s Principle, which is stated by
Chuon Nath in the preface of Khmer Dictionary, 5th edition, published by Buddha
Institut in 1967.

A study on how derivative words is written in this thesis topic leads to a
better understanding of the cause that guides a derivative word to be written in

NWANR and in ﬁgﬁmﬁi;] and how the two principles work: Dependent on affix

principle (tmmmmﬁmm‘f’mgﬁ) or Chan Somnoble’s Principle is accurate,

without any oppositions or exceptions, and the principle has a global coverage on
all derivative words. This principle has approval characteristics, in which each rule
has been concluded from phenomena arising from the understanding of
mechanism of the Khmer language, and each rule is realistic. Nevertheless,

dependent on radical principal (tmmmmhmm‘j’wgm or Chuon Nath'’s

Principle contains five faults, and the principle does not reflect the truth of
derivative words in the Khmer language. This is because the creation of this
principle is based on subjectivity without any review, consideration, and
verification.

Based on the study of this thesis topic, it can be seen that the spelling of
derivative words has been set officially to be in accordance with how their roots
are written since 1967, as evidenced in the preface of a dictionary that notes all the
spelling of derivative words even though they do not have any logic. However,

within the framework of this linguistic study and based on Extintration (UIi§fiY)

theory, which requires approval factors, we can see that the spelling of root words
is not a factor that decides the spelling of their derivatives. On the contrary, affixes

in Extintration (UII§AY ) with roots is the real drive in determining how derivative

words are written.

Opposing views, especially a study comparing dependent on radical principal
(P UMIANI{FTWY ) and Dependent on affix principal (IMUMIANH{GWEA) in
this thesis has shed light upon the understanding of the real cause that leads to the spelling
of derivative words in ﬂlﬁﬂﬁg, ﬁgﬁﬂﬁg, or ﬂﬁ@ﬁgﬁ. The conclusion on the spelling of
derivative words in each case has a global characteristic, with reasoning, and it arises out
of rationality as demonstrated orderly in this thesis.

The result of a study on this topic brings an additional contribution to the
understanding of mechanisms of the Khmer language, which relates directly to the
determination of derivative words’ spelling as well as the principles that have
approval characteristics or based on subjectivity to decide the spelling of derivative
words in the Khmer language.
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
